• Out-of-state students who are members of Native American tribes with traditional ties to Oregon may be 

considered Oregon residents. 

• Undergraduate student with no prior baccalaureate degrees. 

• Have financial need based on the difference between cost of attendance and student's financial resources 
including federal aid and student's estimated family contribution. 

• Have no federal student loans in default and not owe refunds on federal student grants.
